From Kirbymoorside follow the A170 eastwards, after about 3 miles take a left turn for
Hutton-le-Hole and Castleton. Drive straight through Hutton-le-Hole and follow the road over
the moors for 15 miles to Castleton, (passing the Red Lion Pub on your LHS about 3 miles
before Castleton). At Castleton drive over the cattle grid and almost immediately take the
left hand turn to Westerdale, after 200 yards take another left turn for Westerdale - this road
is gritted by Richard Findlay in icy weather. Follow the road for about a mile, at the grass
triangle turn right down the farm road to Quarry Farm, and park on the grass field just before
the farm. Please do not take any of the other roads for Westerdale, especially in bad
weather, as they are very steep and narrow.

From Guisborough, just before Moorsholm, take a right turn off the A171 to Castleton. In
Castleton turn right for Hutton-le-Hole, up to the top of the hill, and just before the cattle grid
turn right to Westerdale followed by a left turn as above.
